Dear Fresh Air Families,
We hope this email finds you well and enjoying a fun-filled Summer 2023!

We are excited to be operating the Friendly Towns program this summer — for new and
returning families within a 3-hour driving distance from New York City and for returning families
in other U.S. states that we traditionally operated in.

We know many of you are participating through the program this summer — thank you!
Participating through The Fresh Air Fund means that both the host family and the NYC youth
have updated paperwork and that the visit is officially confirmed through The Fresh Air Fund.
For the host family, this means completion of background checks annually and completion of a
home interview and reference checks in the past two years. For NYC youth, this means a
complete and registered child application, including an updated medical form. Both families
receive confirmation emails when the experience is officially scheduled.

If you connect in person outside of The Fund, please be aware that any visits not confirmed and
facilitated by The Fresh Air Fund are not official Friendly Towns visits. We respect and
acknowledge that some of you have built strong relationships and are in touch outside of the
program. However, we wanted to take a moment to ensure all families are aware that any
visits and gatherings in Summer 2023 not organized and facilitated through The Fresh Air
Fund are outside the scope of The Fresh Air Fund’s official programming.

This means that the typical support, programming, and coverage you receive from The Fresh Air
Fund is not available, including: medical insurance information, 24/7 Support Services support,
updated background checks, local volunteer support, home inspections and host family
interviews, transportation, and liability insurance.

To qualify as an official Fresh Air Fund visit, both the participant and the host family must have
completed 2023 applications and all necessary steps to participate in the program, and received
confirmation that the experience is arranged through The Fund. In addition, visits outside of our
2023 application process should not be referred to as Friendly Towns or Fresh Air Fund visits in
your communities or on social media.



Summer is happening at The Fund, and we are excited about the opportunities that have
already happened and continue to happen! You can learn more about the Summer 2023
programs on The Fresh Air Fund website.

Sabemos que muchos de ustedes estan participando a través del programa este verano,
igracias! Participar a través del Fresh Air Fund significa que tanto la familia anfitriona como el
joven de la ciudad de Nueva York tienen la documentacién actualizada y que la visita se
confirma oficialmente a través del Fresh Air Fund. Para la familia anfitriona, esto significa
completar las verificaciones de antecedentes anualmente y completar una entrevista en el
hogar y verificaciones de referencias en los ultimos dos afios. Para los jovenes de la Ciudad de
Nueva York, esto significa una solicitud de nifio completa y registrada, que incluye un
formulario médico actualizado. Ambas familias reciben correos electrénicos de confirmacién
cuando la experiencia esta programada oficialmente.

Si se conecta en persona fuera de The Fund, tenga en cuenta que las visitas no confirmadas y
facilitadas por The Fresh Air Fund no son visitas oficiales de Friendly Towns. Respetamos y
reconocemos que algunos de ustedes han construido relaciones sélidas y estan en contacto
fuera del programa. Sin embargo, queriamos tomarnos un momento para asegurarnos de que
todas las familias sepan que cualquier visita y reunion en el verano de 2023 que no se organice
y facilite a través del Fresh Air Fund estd fuera del alcance de la programacién oficial de The
Fresh Air Fund.

Esto significa que el apoyo, la programacion y la cobertura tipicos que recibe del Fresh Air Fund
no estdn disponibles, lo que incluye: informacién de seguro médico, apoyo de servicios de
apoyo las 24 horas, los 7 dias de la semana, verificaciones de antecedentes actualizadas, apoyo
de voluntarios locales, inspecciones de viviendas y entrevistas con familias anfitrionas,
transporte y seguro de responsabilidad civil.

Para calificar como una visita oficial de Fresh Air Fund, tanto el participante como la familia
anfitriona deben haber completado las solicitudes de 2023 y todos los pasos necesarios para
participar en el programa, y haber recibido confirmacidn de que la experiencia se organiza a
través de The Fund. Ademas, las visitas fuera de nuestro proceso de solicitud de 2023 no deben



denominarse visitas de Friendly Towns o Fresh Air Fund en sus comunidades o en las redes
sociales.
